VETERINARY AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA

AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE HASHEMITE KINGDOM OF JORDAN
The Government of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan, hereinafter referred to as “the Contracting Parties”, wishing to develop the relations and the cooperation between them, in the field of veterinary medicine, and particularly in the field of prophylactics in the process of control on the contagious diseases and their spread, 

agreed as follows:   

Article 1

In order to prevent the propagation of contagious diseases and in order to control the trade in food products of animal origin on the territories of Bulgaria and Jordan, the Contracting Parties shall cooperate in the control during the export, import and transit of live animals, food products and materials of animal origin.

Article 2
The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall prepare all the necessary agreements regarding the terms of export, import and transit of animals, food products and materials of animal origin.

Article 3

   1. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties agreed as follows:   

· To submit reciprocal and immediate information about any occurrences  of diseases   included in List A of the International Animal Health Code of the International Office of Epizootics (OIE) and also about diseases occurring on the territories of the Contracting Parties for the first time or reoccurring after not being present for a few years; 

· The information about the above-mentioned disease occurrences must contain data regarding the species and the number of the infected animals, the geographical location of the places of occurrence, the diagnostic methods applied and the measures taken for eradication of the occurrences. In cases of foot-and-mouth disease, beside that information, the type of the isolated virus must also be communicated;

· In case of a contagious disease, the Contracting Parties shall periodically inform each other about the spread of the disease and the measures for its definitive localization and eradication;

· At the request by one of the Contracting Parties, the Contracting Parties shall inform each other about the diseases included in List B of the Code of the International Office of Epizootics (OIE).

2. In case that some of the diseases mentioned in Article 3, Paragraph 1, occur on the territory of one of the Contracting Parties, the Contracting Parties shall assist each other regarding the diagnostics of the disease and at request shall offer support regarding the isolation of the agents causing the disease.

3. The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall systematically exchange on a monthly basis data regarding the contagious diseases detected on the territory of both countries.

4. The competent authorities shall provide each other with information regarding the terms for the importation of animals, 

5. food products, materials of animal origin, as well as offal of animal origin, including possible amendments as they occur. Veterinary certificates shall be issued in the languages of the Contracting Parties, as well as in English. 

6. The Jordanian side shall rely on assistance from the Bulgarian side with regard to improving the diagnostic capability of veterinary laboratories in Jordan.  

Article 4
The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall provide each other with information about achievements in the field of veterinary medicine and their application for the prevention and control of infectious, parasitic and other animal diseases.
Article 5

The Contracting Parties shall assist each other in the scientific and research work in the field of veterinary medicine through the exchange of knowledge and experience in the field of veterinary and post – graduate  training by means of :

· Exchange of experts and scientific workers;

· Cooperation between veterinary scientific institutes and diagnostic laboratories;

· Exchange of publications and magazines in the field of veterinary medicine;

· Reciprocal information about meetings of experts and exchange of veterinary legislation.
Article 6
The Contracting Parties hereby assign the control for the implementation of the provisions of this Agreement to the National Veterinary Service with the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry of the Republic of Bulgaria and to the Veterinary Department of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan. 

Article 7

The exchange of data, specialized magazines and veterinary publications shall be free of charge.  

Article 8
In case of necessity, representatives of the veterinary authorities of the Contracting Parties shall meet in person and shall exchange the necessary information. In case of solving complex problems at the expert level, the Contracting Parties may organize individual meetings and consultations. The contentious issues arising with regard to the implementation of this Agreement shall be solved through discussions between the competent authorities of the Contracting Parties, which can undertake special measures. 


Article 9
The present Agreement is being entered into for a 5-year term. This Agreement shall enter into force on the Thirtieth day from the date of receipt of the second of the notes, by which the Contracting Parties shall inform each other through diplomatic channels that they have complied with the provisions of their national legislation regarding the entry into force of the Agreement. The validity of this Agreement shall be automatically prolonged for a subsequent 5-year period unless one of the Contracting Parties inform the other party in writing six months in advance about its intention to terminate the Agreement. 

Signed in Sofia on 24 September 2003 in two original copies in Bulgarian, Arabic and English, all texts having equal legal force. In case of discrepancy regarding the interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
