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Agreement
for Cooperation in the field of Physical Education and Sports
between the Ministry of Youth and Sports of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Ministry of Sports and Tourism of the Republic of Belarus
With a view to further developing bilateral sports cooperation and exchange, and promoting the traditional friendship and mutual understanding between the peoples of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of Belarus, the Ministry of Youth and Sports of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Ministry of Sports and Tourism of the Republic of Belarus, hereinafter referred to as the "Parties", have reached the following Agreement:
Article 1
The Parties shall encourage their state and national sports associations and federations to coordinate stand and strengthen cooperation on international sports affairs by holding meetings and consultations for exchanging views and information.
The Parties shall encourage the participation of athletes, coaches and technical officials Of Belarus and Bulgaria in bilateral and multilateral sports competitions held in both countries.
The Parties shall encourage their national and club teams to participate in training courses to be held by the other party for the purpose of raising their level of training and performance.
Article 2
The Parties shall encourage the exchanges of experience in organizing sports for all activities and involving the population in regular physical exercises.
The Parties shall encourage the exchanges of information on the research of national fitness assessments.
Article 3
The Parties shall encourage the promotion of exchanges in coach education and post-training of sport scientific and pedagogical personnel.
The Parties shall encourage their researches, experts and coaches to participate in scientific congresses, symposia, seminars in the field of sports to be held by the other party.
The Parties shall encourage the exchange of scientific works, information about latest achievements in the field of top-level sport, sport diagnostics, methods of medical and biological assistance and use of up-to-date scientific equipment during the preparations of the high-class athletes.
Article 4
Both parties affirm their adherence to the principles of the Fair play and will cooperate in the fight against doping as well as using other prohibited means and methods in training and competitions.
Article 5
Both parties will encourage the exchanges of experience in the management of sport facilities and sport marketing.
Article 6
Both parties will encourage their national sports associations, Olympic training centers, sports scientific research and educational institutions to establish direct links, and strengthen mutual cooperation and exchange for the development of sports in both countries.
Article 7
With the aim to successfully fulfill the cooperation, the Parties have agreed to sign annual program of sport exchanges which will be discussed and signed on dates and terms agreed upon.
Article 8
Both parties agree that the implementation of this Agreement will be carried out on the basis of mutual respect, equality and benefit. The form, program and financial terms will be decided by respective sport institutions and sports associations through consultation.
Article 9
This Agreement will come into effect on the date of signature by both parties and be valid for a period of four years. The terms of this Agreement will be extended automatically for another four years unless either party sends a
written notice to the other party, six months prior to the expiry of this Agreement, expressing its intention to terminate it.
Termination of this Agreement will not affect the implementation of programs which may have been launched during the period of its validity, unless agreed upon by both parties.
