MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA AND THE GENERAL SECRETARIAT OF THE LEAGUE OF ARAB STATES 
The Republic of Bulgaria and The General Secretariat of the League of the Arab States , hereinafter referred to as the "Two Parties",

On the basis of the existing traditional relations and mutual desire for developing of the political dialogue and cooperation between the Two Parties,

Being convinced that the development of the relations between the Republic of Bulgaria and the League of the Arab States in all political, economic and cultural fields, will contribute to strengthening the security and the regional and international stability,

Confirming the mutual goals for developing relations and cooperation between them within the framework of the UN Charter and the Charter of the League of the Arab States, the respect for international legislation, international treaties and the applicable legislation in each state, and promoting the holding of regular consultations on all levels on subjects of mutual interest.

Have agreed upon the following:
Art. 1
Political Cooperation
1. The Two Parties shall develop the political dialogue and cooperation between them in order to strengthen and deepen their friendly relations in all fields, with the aim of raising them to the highest level within the framework of the applicable legislation in each state.

2. The political dialogue between the Two Parties aims at:

-
discussion of international and regional issues of mutual interest; activating the cooperation within the framework of the United Nations and through its specialized agencies and other international organizations;

· exchange of information in political, scientific and cultural fields according to the legislation of each state for granting and protecting information.

3.
For the purpose of realizing the above mentioned goals, the Two Parties have agreed upon the following:
· exchange of views on international and regional issues, on the modern trends in international relations and international and regional stability;

· insuring cooperation and mutual assistance for organizing political, economic and cultural meetings and forums, which will be held according to separate agreements between the Two Parties;

· holding annual meetings between the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Secretary General of the League of Arab States within the framework of the sessions of the General Assembly of the United Nations, after being coordinated between the Two Parties;

· exchange of visits between representatives on a high level from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Bulgaria and the General Secretariat of the Arab League, to examine the ways for achieving the above mentioned goals, preparing proposals for their realization and presenting them to the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Bulgaria and to the Secretary General of the Arab League for holding consultations on them and issuing relevant instructions.
Art. 2 
Economic Cooperation
For realizing common economic goals and interests, the Two Parties shall cooperate and render each other mutual assistance for expanding the contacts and holding meetings and joint events between businessmen and the Chambers of Commerce in the Arab countries and Bulgaria for starting necessary initiatives to enhance the trade and investments and provide opportunities for joint industrial projects in the private sector, as well as organizing trade exhibitions in Bulgaria and the Arab States.
Art.3
Cultural Cooperation
The Two Parties shall work for launching joint initiatives in the field of culture, as well as for supporting the current initiatives especially the dialogue, between civilizations and cultures the scientific and academic cooperation, through mutual cooperation and coordination between themselves, as well as with the other international and regional organizations.





         Art.4
This Memorandum shall enter into force from the date of its signing.
