AGREEMENT FOR ENVIRONMENTAL COOPERATION 

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF ENVIRONMENT AND WATER OF

THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA
AND
THE MINISTRY OF NATURE AND ENVIRONMENT OF

MONGOLIA

The Ministry of Environment and Water of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Ministry of Nature and Environment of Mongolia (hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”),


Realizing the importance of attracting attention to the protection of nature and appropriate use of natural resources,

Stating that nature protection corresponds to the interests of future generations and its restoration is an important aspect of economic and social development,


Desiring to contribute to the implementation of the human right to live in a healthy environment, and 


Confident that cooperation in the field of nature and environmental protection represents an important contribution to the development of friendly relations between both nations,


Have agreed as follows:

Article 1


The Parties shall cooperate in the field of nature and environmental protection, based on equal rights for benefit of both Parties, aiming to contribute to solving global ecological problems.

Article 2

The Parties shall cooperate in areas of mutual interest, such as:

· rehabilitation of degraded land;

· environmental impact assessment;

· protection of  the environment from pollution;

· development of eco-tourism;

1. biodiversity preservation;

· sustainable waste management and prevention of waste accumulation;

· information exchange and joint research on environmental technologies;

· ozone layer protection;

· sustainable water use, water pollution prevention and water treatment;

· meteorological monitoring and monitoring on the components of the environment;

· development of technologies for sustainable use of natural resources, their incorporation into the production process and experience exchange;

· assessmentof  the state of the ecosystems;

· management of protected natural parks; and

· improvement of public’s ecological education and capacity building.

Article 3

(a) The Parties shall cooperate in regard to the activities under Article 2, by means of:

· experience exchange, joint research, and training activities;

· organization of conferences, symposiums, consultation with specialists, and training courses;

· exchange scientific and technical documents, methodologies and other information and establishment of a data bank;

·  implementation of joint programs and projects; 

(b) For the provisions of this Agreement, the Parties may use other forms of cooperation based on mutual consultation in accordance with the relevant laws and regulations of the two countries.
Article 4

Based on the purpose of this Agreement, the Parties will encourage governmental and non-governmental organizations, enterprises, economic entities, the private sector, and individuals of the two countries to establish and develop direct relations in the field of nature and environmental protection.

Article 5

This Agreement will be implemented by the Ministry of Environment and Water of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Ministry of Nature and Environment of Mongolia.
The implementation plan is to be approved, its execution is to be evaluated, and other subjects related to the implementation of this Agreement are to be resolved through mutual consultation.
Article 6


The results of the implementation of this Agreement can be given to a third side after mutual consultation and agreement.

Article 7


The sending Party shall bear its own expenses, regarding the implementation of this Agreement. 
Article 8


This Agreement may be revised or amended by mutual consent of the Parties.

Article 9

This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of its signature.

This Agreement shall remain into force for the period of five years. Its action shall proceed automatically for the following five years’ period if any Party shall not inform upon the written notification to another Party not less than six months prior to the termination of the appropriate five years’ period about the intention to terminate this Agreement.

In case of divergence of interpretation of this Agreement, the English text shall prevail.
