AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA

AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF CYPRUS

FOR CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELDS OF HEALTH 
AND MEDICAL SCIENCE

The Government of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Government of the Republic of Cyprus hereinafter referred to as “The Contracting Parties”,

led by the wish to expand the co-operation between the two countries in the fields of health and medical science, 
convinced, that this co-operation shall contribute to the improvement of the health of the peoples of the two countries,

have concluded the following Agreement:

ARTICLE 1

The Contracting Parties shall develop and promote co-operation in the fields of health care and medical science on the basis of equality, reciprocity and mutual benefit and in accordance with the legislation, existing in their countries.

ARTICLE 2

The contracting Parties shall co-operate mainly in the following fields:

1. Medical care;

2. Training of health personnel;
3. Health promotion and prevention of diseases;

4. Sanitary control over foods, goods and environment factors, especially 
over their health aspects;

5. Epidemiological control over contagious and parasitic diseases;

6. Health legislation and regulations;

7. Drug policy;

8. Medical Science;

9. Health care reform – for the elaboration and implementation of the health policy.

The named fields of co-operation shall not exclude other fields of co-operation after their mutual agreement.

ARTICLE 3

The Contracting Parties shall give their preference to the following forms of co-operation:

1. Exchange of information about the health condition of the population and the requirements in this field, statistical data in the field of health, health legislation, etc.;
2. Exchange of experts for training and consultation purposes;

3. Exchange of information and practical results on problems of priority for the countries;

4. Direct contacts among medical institutions, national medical centres, hospitals and health organizations;

5. Elaboration of joint projects;

6. Participation in international health forums organized by the countries.
ARTICLE 4


The host Party shall provide in the event of accident or emergency disease, free of charge medical care in its medical establishments to the persons from the other Party on sojourn on its territory in accordance with Articles 3, 5 and 6 of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 5


The Contracting Parties shall appoint the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Cyprus as the competent organs for the co-ordination of the activities connected with the implementation of the present Agreement.


The Ministries of Health of both Parties responsible for the implementation of this Agreement shall sign Plans of Co-operation, each for a period of three years, which shall specify the fields of co-operation and the financial conditions.


Joint Commission shall be formed by representatives of the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Cyprus, the members of which shall hold working meetings for co-ordination of the Plans of Co-operation and evaluation of their implementation. The working meetings shall be held in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Republic of Cyprus alternatively.

ARTICLE 6 

The Contracting Parties shall exchange experts and specialists for the fulfillment of provisions of this Agreement. All the expenses related to that (traveling expenses, per diem, accommodation) shall be covered by the sending Party.

ARTICLE 7

The Contracting Parties shall co-ordinate their activities in the framework of the World Health Organization and other international organizations carrying out co-operation in the field of health.

ARTICLE 8

The present Agreement shall be concluded for an indefinite period of time and shall come into force on the day of the receipt of the second diplomatic note, with which the Contracting Parties will inform each other of the fulfillment of the internal law procedures of both countries for entry into force of the Agreement.

Each of the Contracting Parties can terminate the operation of the present Agreement by notifying the other Party in a written form through diplomatic channels about its intention for the termination at least six months before the proposed termination term.

ARTICLE 9

The validity of the Agreement signed in Nicosia on June 29th, 1984 between the Government of the People’s Republic of Bulgaria and the Government of the Republic of Cyprus for co-operation in the field of health care shall be declared null and void with the coming into force of the present Agreement.
Done in Nicosia on………May, 2004 in duplicate originals in Bulgarian, Greek and English languages, each of the texts having the same validity. In case of different interpretation, the English text shall have the predominant force.
