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MEMORANDUM

BETWEEN

THE MINISTRY OF HEALTH OF THE REPUBLIC OF BULGARIA 

AND

THE MINISTRY OF HEALTH, LABOUR AND WELFARE OF JAPAN 

FOR
CO-OPERATION IN THE FIELD OF HEALTH AND MEDICAL SCIENCE

The Ministry of Health of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Ministry of Health, Labour and Welfare of Japan, hereinafter referred to as “The Parties”,

wishing to promote the further development of the bilateral relationships in the field of health care and medical science,

recognizing that this co-operation will contribute to the improvement of the health status of their populations,

HAVE AGREED ON THE FOLLOWING:

S E C T I O N   1
1. The Parties will promote co-operation in the field of medicine and public health, including the exchange of scientists and specialists and the exchange of information, mainly in the following fields of mutual interest:
1.1.Organization and management of health care.

1.2. Medical care.
1.3. Health care financing.
1.4. Health promotion and disease prevention (health and environment; living standard; effective programs).

1.5. Diagnostics and treatment of chronic non-communicable diseases.

1.6. Immunotherapy of respiratory atopic allergic diseases.

1.7. Maternal and child health care.

1.8. Drug and health policy.

1.9. Food safety and nutrition. 

1.10. Training of health service personnel.

2. The Parties will exchange information about laws and secondary legislation in the field of health care, as well as other documents concerning the development of medicine and public health.

S E C T I O N   2
The Parties will inform each other about progress and development in the provision and organization of public health and health services in their two countries, as well as about new technologies, methods of treatment and prophylactics, with special reference to the fields set out in Section 1 of this Memorandum.
S E C T I O N   3
The Parties will encourage direct links particularly between the relevant national institutions, institutes and hospitals functioning in the fields approved in Section 1 of this Memorandum. 
The Parties shall organize study visits of specialists from the relevant institutions, institutes and hospitals on themes judged as priorities. The study visits of specialists shall be organized in order to achieve a better mutual knowledge of the health systems in the two countries and their ways of functioning, and in order to improve training of their own health and research staff. 

The expenses of these visits in the framework of direct links between the institutes and hospitals will be covered by the institutes and hospitals themselves, unless other conditions are agreed.

S E C T I O N   4
The Parties will encourage the attendance at professional and scientific meetings of experts and other specialists from both countries and the organization of joint fora. The expenses will be covered according to the terms fixed in the invitation for each event.

S E C T I O N   5

For the visits referred to in Section 3 and Section 4 the sending side will inform the receiving side of the names of the experts, data for the foreseen work programme, as well as the arrival and departure dates at least 20 days before the planned visit.

S E C T I O N   6

This Memorandum may be amended by mutual consent of the Parties notified to each other in writing. Changes and additions to this Memorandum come into force according to the way of entering into force of this Memorandum.

S E C T I O N   7

This Memorandum shall enter into force on the date of its signing by both Parties and will remain valid for a period of 5 years. It shall be automatically extended for further periods of 5 years, unless either Party has given to the other Party at least six months written advance notice of its intention to terminate this Memorandum.
