The financial management of the Roma Education Fund is located in Paris in the Council of Europe Development Bank (CEB). PROJECTS/PROGRAMMES IN THE FRAMEWORK OF THE STABILITY PACT
The actual Portfolio of the Swiss contributions to Projects and Programmes within the framework of the Stability Pact is outlined below. This summary indicates the projects through which Bulgaria is directly or indirectly concerned by these contributions. The Bulgarian Republic is a full member of the Stability Pact and thus associated to all decision on activities of the Stability Pact throughout the year.
21 Working Table I - Democratisation and Human Rights:
Topics are: respect for human rights, the promotion of local democracy and cross-border cooperation, promotion of the role of the women in politics; conflict prevention, support to independent media and education. The total Swiss contribution to WT I projects for the period 2006 amounts to CHF 0.9 millions.
22 Working Table II Economic Reconstruction, Development and Co-operation:
The investments in economic infrastructures are predominant as well as the implementation of the Trade Initiative to establish a network of Free Trade Agreements in the SEE region. Substantial contributions are also directed to environmental issues as well as within the Initiative for Social Cohesion. The total Swiss commitment to WT II for the period 2006 amounts to CHF 1.1 million.

23 Working Table III: Defence and Security:
Switzerland supports the Disaster Preparedness and Prevention Initiative (DPPI). In the field of Justice and Home affairs, Switzerland contributes to the development and implementation of the Anti-corruption Initiative (SPAI) and to the Task Force on Human Trafficking.
