LETTER OF SUPPORT

(Project “Construction of Flue Gas Desulphurization Plants at units S and 6 of TPP
“Maritza East 27, reffered as “Maritza East 2 Project” or “the Project”)

The Government of the the Republic of Bulgaria recognizes the importance of the project to
construct flue gas desulphurisation plants at Units 5 and 6 of the Maritza East 2 Thermal Power

Plant.

Therefore, the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria declares that along with the project
implementation and the conclusion of project agreements, including the Power Purchase
Agreement and the Lignite Supply Agreement, it shall:

a.

undertake such measures that comply with the existing legislation that in its discretion are
economically justifiable and within the range of its powers to ensure the operation of
state owned enterprises under the project agreements;

provide, in compliance with the Bulgarian law, and as appropriate, assist other authorities
in the granting of any permission, license, consent or concession required for project
implementation;

abstain from actions that might prevent the parties to the project from performing their
obligations; '

ensure in accordance with the provisions of paragraph "a" that another trade company or
companies are designated in a timely manner to take over the obligations under the
project agreements in the event Natsionalna Elektricheska Kompania EAD or Mini
Maritza Iztok EAD (Maritza East Mines) are closed down or declared insolvent while
they are still state-owned entities;

undertake any actions within its powers that in the event either Natsionalna Elektricheska
Kompania EAD or Mini Maritza Iztok EAD (Maritza East Mines) are privatized, the
privatization contract stipulates that the privatized enterprise will continue to exercise all
the rights and perform all the obligations of the state owned enterprise as per the project
agreements, as well as in the event of restructuring of and/or transfer by Natsionalna

Elektricheska Kompania EAD or Mini Maritza Iztok EAD to another enterprise of its
rights and obligations under the project, that enterprise shall continue to exercise all the
rights and perform all the obligations of the state owned enterprise under the project
agreements;

f. this letter does not contain any financial obligations towards the Republic of Bulgaria. It
can not be transformed into a sovereign guarantee.

This Letter of Support has been prepared in both the Bulgarian and English languages and the
two language versions shall be equally valid. In case of discrepancies in the interpretation
between the two versions, the Bulgarian language version shall prevail. This Letter of Support is
governed by Bulgarian law and shall become valid at the date of issue and remain in full force
and effect until fulfilment of all obligations under the project agreements.
