additional agreement

between the Federal Minister for Agriculture, Forestry, Environment and Water Management of the Republic of Austria

and the
Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry of the Republic of Bulgaria on the Cooperation in the Field of Agriculture and Forestry

Based on the Agreement of 25 March 2004 concluded between the Federal Minister for Agriculture, Forestry, Environment and Water Management of the Republic of Austria and the Minister of Agriculture and Forestry of the Republic of Bulgaria on the cooperation in the field of agriculture and forestry, in particular with reference to Article 2, paragraph 7 (Standardisation) and paragraph 8 (Common agricultural policy) as well as to Article 5 (Funding), the following separate agreement is entered into for the bilateral cooperation with respect to the establishment of an IACS system in the Republic of Bulgaria:

1. The Austrian side will assist the Bulgarian side in establishing and implementing together of an Integrated Administration and Control System (IACS) on the basis of the experiences made with this system in Austria.

2. The Austrian side will, on the part of Agrarmarkt Austria (AMA), provide the package of services and non-cash contributions specified in the Annex hereto. The Software to be provided by the Austrian side shall be fully compatible to be applied in the unified payment scheme per hectare.
3. The Bulgarian side will render the following performances for the test system:

a. Geodata of a district or a municipality in Bulgaria

i. Orthophoto
ii. LPIS data
iii. All available registers
b. Documentation of all papers made available in German and English

c. Project team with experts from all relevant fields

d. Project infrastructure (rooms, LAN, basic software, …)

e. Further activities according to the technical specification under item 2.

4. The Bulgarian side will, through the Ministry of Agriculture and Forestry and State Fund Agriculture, provide for the general technical and organisational preconditions. The specific technical preconditions to be fulfilled are included in the technical specification according to item 2.
5. The costs of these services and service contributions will amount to a maximum of 400,000 euro. 200,000 euro will be paid by the Bulgarian side after signing of this Additional Agreement, the remaining amount as a final account after the performance has to be rendered according to the really effected expenses and missions.

6. For the coordination of the project a joint working group will be established which, for Austria, will be headed by Head of Department Andrä Rupprecher and, for Bulgaria, by Vice Minister Boyko Boev.
