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Agreement

between the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria 

and the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine 

on military - technical cooperation


The Government of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Cabinet of Ministries of Ukraine, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”,


desiring to establish mutually beneficial long-term cooperation based on mutual respect and trust, and considering the interests of each Party,


respecting the goals and principles of the Charter of the United Nations, 


being guided by the common goals, principles of sovereign equality, non-interference in domestic affairs and peaceful settlement of disputes,


expressing their interest in organizing the cooperation on the basis of use of the state-of-the-art scientific and technical achievement in the field of defense industry,


recognizing internationally accepted principles, rules and mechanisms of export control on arms/weapons and dual use goods and technologies



have agreed as follows:

Article 1

Areas of cooperation


The Parties desire to develop cooperation aimed at improving the defense capability of their states under optimum use of existing capabilities.


The Parties shall promote the Bulgarian and the Ukrainian enterprises, institutions and organizations, hereinafter referred to as “the organizations” in carrying out military - technical cooperation, in particular in the following areas:


acquisition of armaments and military products within the framework of common projects, and production upon the request of one of the authorized agencies of the Parties,


mutual supply of armaments, military equipment and other products of military purpose,


maintenance, repair and modernization of armaments, military equipment and rendering other services in the military and technical field,


common research and development works in military and technical field and mutual exchange of the results of such work,


exchange of experts in order to provide support in the implementation of common programs of military - technical cooperation,


exchange of experience and information on standardization, codification and control of quality of the equipment for the purpose of their implementation in joint programs of military - technical cooperation,


other areas of cooperation.


The content and forms of cooperation in the abovementioned areas shall be approved in advance by the authorized agencies of the Parties through relevant agreements and protocols, or by the Commission according to article 2.


The cooperation shall be based on the contracts and agreements between the organizations of the Parties.


Third Parties may be involved in the cooperation by written consent of the authorized agencies of the Parties.

Article 2

Authorized agencies of the Parties


The authorized agencies of the Parties for the implementation of this Agreement are:


For the Bulgarian side - the Ministry of Economy and Energy of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Ministry of Defense of Republic of Bulgaria, Interdepartmental Council on the Issues of the Military-Industrial Complex and the Mobilization Readiness of the Country with the Council of Ministers of the Republic of Bulgaria.


For the Ukrainian side - the Ministry of Industrial Policy of Ukraine, the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine.


In order to implement the provisions of this Agreement, the Parties shall establish the Joint Bulgarian - Ukrainian Commission on Military - Technical Cooperation, hereinafter referred to as “the Commission”.


The Commission shall elaborate its statute during the term agreed by the Parties.

Article 3

Obligations of the Parties


All economic activity of the organizations on implementation of the provision of this Agreement shall be carried out on the basis of relevant agreements (contracts) among them in accordance with the legislation of the States of the Parties.


Neither Party shall sell and/or provide, nor shall permit export to a third party armaments, military equipment technology and technical documentation on their production, as well as other information and materials obtained and/or received within the framework of this Agreement from the other Party as a result of mutual activity, without preliminary written consent of the competent authorities of another Party.

Article 4

Protection of information


In accordance with this Agreement and the national legislation of their States the Parties shall take all necessary measures to protect intellectual property and classified information, exchanged during the implementation of this Agreement.


The Parties shall bear the responsibility for the use of information and prevention of its disclosure even after the termination of this Agreement.


The Parties agree that the matters related to the exchange of information, which is necessary for joint works within the framework of this Agreement and rights to use such information, as well as to the mutual protection of classified information and materials shall be governed by a separate Agreement between the Parties.


The exchange of classified information and materials shall be carried out according to the provisions of the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Bulgaria and the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine on mutual protection and principles of exchange of classified information, signed in Kyiv on 21 May 2004, and in the framework of this Agreement. 

Article 5

Obligations of the Parties regarding other international agreements


This Agreement shall be without prejudice to the obligations of the Parties under any other international agreements to which they are Parties.

Article 6

Amendments and supplements


The Parties may submit proposals on amendments and supplements to this Agreement in the written form through the diplomatic channels. In such case, the Parties shall initiate negotiations within 90 days from the date of receiving the notification.


Agreed amendments and supplements shall enter into force in accordance with the provisions of Article 8 of this Agreement and shall form its integral part.

Article 7

Settlement of disputes


Any disputes related to the interpretation and/or application of the provisions of this Agreement shall be settled by the Commission.


Should Commission fail to settle disputes, they shall be settled through the negotiations between the authorized agencies of the Parties.

Article 8

Final provisions 


This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of receiving through the diplomatic channel the last written notification by the Parties of the accomplishing of internal procedures necessary for its entry into force.


This Agreement is concluded for a period of 5 year and shall be automatically extended for further one year periods unless any Party notifies the other Party about its intention to terminate this Agreement in written form not later then 90 days prior to the expiring of corresponding term.


In case of termination of the Agreement, articles 3 and 4 remain to be in force unless the Parties agree otherwise.


The termination of this Agreement shall not affect accomplishing any projects, programs and contacts have already been concluded in accordance with this Agreement, unless the Parties agree otherwise.


Done at_________on ___________in duplicate, each in Bulgarian, Ukrainian and English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of differences in interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
